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What a great CD this is, combining well-known classical pieces with traditional Welsh
songs, film score tracks and ending with the Liverpool Anthem, You '// Never Walk
Alonel All of them sung by the brilliant Katherine Jenkins. Her clear, beautiful voice
does every song great justice.

I love every track but if I had to choose one it would probably be Track 6 £n Aranjuez
con tu amor. What a combination, the hot sultry music of Rodrigo with the beautiful
clarity of Katherine's voice.
